Vel Fraser comments - the position under the Companies Act 2008 (“Act”) is that the Courts continue to adjudicate issues from 2011 to currently 2022 and under the Close Corporations Act of 1984, CIPRO/CIPC de-registrations have continued with resultant consequences and even presented with anomalies such as at while in de-registration a Business Rescue has loomed. Statutory position regarding solvent and insolvent winding up cases, incorporating Chapter 14 and s424 of the Companies Act No. 61 of 1973 read with Item 9 of Schedule 5 are ongoing - interestingly with a number of cases under application to convert to Business Rescue. S417 hearings and adjudications have been carefully orchestrated remotely during 2021-2022. The Property Practitioners Act 22 of 2019 book II we completed with Regulatory stipulations.
