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Mark 3 and 6:34 - October 2014





Graeme and Vel while examining the book of Mark in the New Testament, believe at issue was the unempowerment of man to keep sin hidden nor by himself was he able to cleanse his own sin. Our Father in heaven "is of purer eyes and cannot look upon sin" [Habakkuk 1:13] yet He has secured for mankind a provision for expiation of sin where once [in antiquity] through the sacrificial system sin was covered over, the sufferings and death of Christ God's Son most significantly not only covered mankind’s wrongdoing or intentional omission of rightful conduct, it also covered where one 'forgot' to do right - it justified, wholly vindicated and indemnified the true believer from all and every breach of God's intended perfection and removed sin. Heavenly Father has dealt with sin thoroughly and wholly forgives our sins. Atonement came at a severe price and Mark 11:24-26 stated one was forgiven according to the glory of the lowly Cross, the validity and full extent of suffered penalties Christ effected. Having regard for the approach to the Throne of God our heavenly Father, in full assurance there was 'no longer a dispute before His Court' and 'no liability claim to consider' since Christ, seated at Father's right hand, as Advocate interceded and pleaded on our behalf.  The conduct of the believer was regulated by the principle "Peace on earth, goodwill towards all men" in addition, accompanied by the knowledge that all breaches were wholly dealt with - this very principle unbound the believer’s conscience from guilt, however there was onus to obedience. ANY PERSON who wishes to believe may participate in the love of God.











Jesus at Mark 6:34 was named Chief Shepherd of the sheep and the Saviour walked in the objects and purposes of our Father in Heaven's will to teach “the sheep”, care for them, show them mercy on a non-discriminatory basis and plead the circumstances of those who had 'failed'. Sheep were also known to scatter where danger evidenced and here it was seen the Saviour showed pity on them. The Chief Shepherd led believers along the best path, His gave advice for living and Christ was the crucial link between believers’ and God's transcendence [excellence].  The invitation to believe was open to ANY PERSON. Jesus urged His flock to follow His Heavenly Father's provision and reach out with mercy to the fatherless, widows and stranger. We focus on the Chief Shepherd, who really loved - and not a self-feeding false shepherd. 
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Mark 9-10,12:1 - November 2014 





Graeme & Vel Fraser reading Mark, find that if the true believer held onto the tenet of Christ's teachings and accepted forgiveness both in the 'letter' and in the Holy Spirit of God, one would directly identify with Christ's sufferings and resurrection. Rewards come after suffering and according to the Word of God the true believer was led by the Intercessor, the Holy Spirit, where as one realized their indebtedness to our Father in heaven for sending His Son, one realized He would also show us the way, the truth and the life. ANY PERSON may believe if they so choose.





The impact of our belief Graeme and wife Vel read, is the True Believer is changed from "mere wild grapes" to "an energizing excellent vintage", grown in the soil of a 'choice land' (symbolic) and grafted into The True Vine - Jesus. Believers in Jesus Christ the Living Word (Jn 1) knew it was He who led us to worship Our Father "at a place where God is".  Our Lord's attitude towards women was that they were blessed and He made it clear His message involved women. He honoured women and set the same standard for obedience and worship for everyone, since God shows no partiality, "all are one in Christ". True worshippers were obligated to love, obey and worship God alike. ANY PERSON may believe, the Gospels welcome ALL who come of their own volition - you will never be turned away empty-handed.








Mark 10:31, 12-15 - December 2014





Graeme and Vel find in the New Testament at Mark 12-15 our heavenly Father rejoices in what was right and not necessarily what was popular. It is significant that as the true believer positioned God at the center of his/her life, it was encumbent upon the believer to faithfully speak and perform God’s Word and work - in big or small associative businesses and thus make an impact on the geography of their corner of the world. The blessed enabling Holy Spirit of the Trinity always glorified Christ and Father God welcomed ALL PEOPLE from ALL NATIONS to come to Him through Christ. 





Regarding business the Bible’s impact was clear that the Lord Jesus turned the business world on its head with ethics and morals that were far higher and caring that worldly principles that enriched only certain groups. The principles our Lord taught believers were - honesty,  using correct weights, taking no bribes, having compassion for the poor, putting away libellous conduct and irrational agitations, showing gratitude, being merciful and nurturing the Presence of God. He stated “[b]ut these people who seem to be important now will be least important then, and many least important now will be important then”. An old Hymn yielded - “Should the whole realm of nature be mine, it would be an offering, Lord, far too small.”

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Mark 2 - Nativity Scene 2014





Graeme and Vel are reading through the New Testament of the Christian Bible and summarise the text at Mark 2 truly believing in the recorded birth of Lord Jesus, regarded as “our Lord of Glory”. There are enough ‘signs’ at the Nativity Scene for the true believer to have full knowledge that our Father in heaven sent His Son to earth to redeem mankind and that His pleasurable sanction was in the rejoicing, the singing, the beautiful gifts and peace viewed at the Nativity Scene - perhaps a little unlike the objects and purposes of Herod’s regime who worshipped pagan imagery. 








The resplendant cosmic angelic singing heard at Luke proclaimed God’s praises and Will - “Glory be to God in the Highest, Peace on earth, goodwill towards all men”. This was not the pax romana of Rome whereby the full protection and peace of Rome extended into areas, regions and territories of Rome whose interests lay expressly within its designated borders and privileged positions. The angels’ singing, pointed to where “the Highest” was no longer in estrangement between sinful man and a Holy God and they declared it joyfully with pealing notes [it is recorded] and the full force of Father in heaven’s authority and power. The words of authentic prophesy, the opinion, reputation and character of Yahweh, Father God was the very message that His sent Saviour who would be known throughout all the earth in the glory of the New Covenant. ANY PERSON may pray for Salvation. 








In keeping with history the Magi [wise men, astronomers and dream interpreters as in Daniels day] denoted our Messiah’s relationship with a Gentile world for they themselves were Gentile. It was an evanescent star that captured our Magi’s attention on a particular night and it pointed to one thing - the authority of God higher than any stellar deity, super nova, comet or conjunction of stars, and that led them to bow their knees in front of the Child nestling in the trough. The gifts of odiferous spice Frankincense and Myrrh were unmistakeable signs that depicted Davidic obedience and Davidic offering - the cereal offering that portrayed heaven’s goodness and purification for women and men, and the gold of Kingship, where gifts offered in blessing were to the little One, who would one day take away the sins of the world.  








Mark 6:34; John 10:1 - The Last Week in 2014





The Shepherds “calling” was an honourable one as they carried on their shoulders liability for restitution of their stock should any sheep be lost or killed. A faithful Shepherd was a solemn matter since not all were good - a few worthless hirelings carelessly “tendered” the sheep. Scripture recorded in particular the shephers working “the late shift” of the night, tending their flocks, who were permitted, with Father’s approval to view fully the ‘honour of God’s glory’ via the vehicle of a host, a mass of angels, crowds of praising angels singing to the purposes of God the Father in heaven, that commenced a new era on earth in the nature and form of Jesus Christ.





Perhaps the tenderest moment and honourable to tradition is where on view where those present - Jesus’ Mother and Joseph were in attendance at His birth, and guests - both human and animal signifying “Creation” who humbly worshipped at the Saviour of the Word’s  feet and set a scene of significance to life and business, for those who wished to honour the Lord of Glory. 





It was therefore not unfitting that more than billions of times the light of the Sun, should be poured out to herald the birth of the Saviour to our world.
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Mark 1:9-11 - September 2014 











Graeme and Vel discovered Our Lord's provision was for the true believer to be filled with the enabling Spirit of the Father in heaven and of Sonship who empowered one to live a "fully Christian" life. The trinity was evidenced in the descended white dove-like Holy Spirit upon the Lord Jesus and the Father in heaven’s approving voice of Jesus as His divine Son. Together all three members of the Trinity work - the Father, Son and Holy Ghost, three-in-One. The "indwelling" of the Holy Spirit was principally understood to be one of the chief ways true believers lived with the Presence of God accompanied with obedience to God’s Word, that placed one in a significant position of strength and Spiritual authority in addition to dealing with life-changing principles such as Grace, Love, Faith and Hope.  A believer’s faith must never conflict with the Text of the Scriptures. Our Saviour Jesus said with sufficient clarity - Salvation is available to ANY PERSON who believes, was non-exclusive and the only instruction that attached with a warning - "Any sin against the Holy Spirit will never be forgiven."  








We expounded on Mark 5 in Scripture and found that our Saviour Jesus Christ performed many miracles - wondrous distinctive acts superior to that of men, outside the normal course of nature, however He did not want the facts spread around at that juncture. Jesus removed "barriers to God" by walking in amongst the common folk and He showed Himself a non-prejudicial Redeemer for purposes of saving, healing and guiding one’s approach back to Lord God. There was no reason to suppose Jesus our Lord did not utilise resources of human mind and spirit employed by common therapists however the distinction was that He demonstrated inherent authority over all souls, He possessed Life and caused a humble  dependance upon Him and not on outward institutional rules - a mark of perfect deity and humanity. Succumbing to the authority of Christ meant that the control and possession of demons in the human body was put to a stop, since His name carried Father God’s authority. Miracles are not confined to the Apostolic Age as miracles accompanied the subsequent dissemination of the revelation of Christ and formed an integral part of Salvation. Is not our very salvation a miracle? Salvation was congruous with revelation as a whole and pointed to God our Father's creative work in the lives of people today.  ANY PERSON with an honest belief in Christ is welcomed into the Kingdom of Heaven, as you repent of your sins. 
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Mark 2 - September 2014








Graeme and Vel when reading the book of Mark in the Bible found the objects of Christ's teaching regarding the 'heart' was sourced from its root word in Hebrew which was 'leb' and the issue was the continual openess of one’s heart and teachablity before God. The heart governed the whole person - one's inner life, character, courage, volition, purpose and intellectual activities. To this extent we believe that even at one's highest point, repentance was still necessary, since our Heavenly Father looked to the inner heart, the seat of conscience that precluded outward appearance. To attain an appropriate state, one probably would need to test one’s heart such as where the Scripture stated “Jesus stood knocking at the Door of one’s heart, to welcome Him in”. For the believer there is assurance in the wrongs of the Old Testament wicked Kings who resisted the Lord’s teachings and led their people into destruction. In the modern era and because of this, God Almighty, has inscribed His law upon every believer's heart where He forgave and took away all our sins in accordance with His promise and taught the believer of His ways. Sourced at Jeremiah, an Old Testament prophet who mourned for his people to give their hearts over to Yahweh and not a wooden carved statute. (31:33). 











Graeme and Vel with regard to Lord Jesus’ 'truth' see that it was an attribute of our Father in Heaven, Scripturally categorised as “reliability” e.g. as in the consistent loving care Father exhibited via Lord Jesus’ ministry. We read of God’s revealed truth and realize that prejudice binds people to non-truths. The believer was expected to respond to Father's love by hearing His truth, abiding in truth and further obediently 'giving out truth'. Truth in Hebrew was a predominant feature in human relationships and was of value particularly since Yahweh could be trusted to keep His Word - the believer in Christ was thus authorised to exercise His truth in his/her own life. Relying on the mere appearance of truth or worse still an expert’s 'copy' of truth was not good enough. ANY PERSON who wishes to believe in Jesus Christ, has a wonderful opportunity to make a fresh start and establish a permanent personal relationship with God our heavenly Father through the precious name of Jesus Christ. A peremptory instruction for the true believer followed from Proverbs 4:23 - Guard your hearts, set a sentry over your choices, be watchful like an official who has taken an oath, to uphold and protect - and not one with a diminished standing. 
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Matthew - July 2014


Graeme and Vel are reading through Matthew in the New Testament and find the glorious Saviour Jesus originally created the principle "know the Scripture and the power of our heavenly Father".  In the Old Testament at Exodus 3:16 our heavenly Father was named God of Abraham, God of Isaac, God of Jacob and God of the living. The Will of Father in heaven is to bring the believer in Christ to completion on the Day of Christ’s 2nd Appearance. Knowing the Scripture and living with emphasis on the resurrection of Christ affords the believer with power to live as Christ did. ANY PERSON who believes is welcomed into God’s embrace.











The Lord Jesus’ promotion [Matthew 5-7] of a moral and ethical religion was sui generis by compacting moral ethical Judaism with a deeply influential composite of ethical, moral and eschatological teachings found in Isaiah, Daniel, in the life of Enoch and not precluding the prosaic Essene and Baptist teachings. The impact of Christ’s religion meant that believers acted on these elements who were welcomed and ANY  PERSON who "believed" acquired spiritual rights and privileges, a “co-heir” obligation to embrace the unlearned, the ignorant, the despised, the poor, the weak, the lowly and humble who were also eligible for faith and grace....











In discussing the book of Matthew at ch 5, 9, 10, 24 we noted the true meaning and ambit of our Father in heaven’s great love, that meant believers were measured by their treatment of fellows believers and the poor; praying for one’s enemies or those who “hate” their fellow man; what it meant to love one’s enemies; talking and demonstrating one’s love; and the truth that believers must "assist one another" in the home, business and socially - not precluding granting assistance to strangers or the less affluent. The powerful right of the believer achieves Spiritual justice on earth for those whom society casted aside and we include in our prayers, the lost and and Saviour’s prayer - the Lord's Prayer, where one invoked God’s blessings and Spiritual direction of Jesus, where we say - Thy Will be done.








Matthew's account of the Crucifiction depicted the true believer as affected by God’s goodness in Christ who prescribed how to act when despitefully used, namely forgive one’s detractors and our Lord Himself set the supreme example. Pardon was an astounding grace and in order to adhere to the "simplistic specifications" of the Cross, the believer today was mandated to 'carry’ and 'offer up prayers' for mean-spirited behaviour evidenced towards the believer. These tenets were authorised by our Lord Jesus who indicated that in such matters our Father in heaven was well pleased.
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Matthew 4 - June 2014





Graeme Fraser & his wife Vel are reading through the New Testament together and although this is not an exhaustive study of Matthew 4, where Jesus Called His disciples and basic overarching tenets materialised. Firstly, may Almighty God bless His Children of Israel and secondly, Lord Jesus blessed God’s Little Flock - a group of Jewish Christians who socialised with Him and genuinely believed in His Words and works, who confessed Him with their mouth. ANY PERSON who is  burdened, hardworking or ill, those vulnerable, not excluding those in positions of dispensing authority, indeed everybody - Christ our glorious Messiah's arms are open to receive all in Grace. 











We set aside some time to examine the 'entrepreneur' (allegory in Ch 19) who practised equality and welcomed workers that started work late in the day just as enthusiastically as those who commenced working in the earlier hours of the day. The business owner had discussed and agreed bi-laterally upon a contract before any of the labourers began to produce their efforts.. The 'entrepreneur' honoured his agreement, judged not the labourer and at the end of the day remembered to remunerate the agreed amounts to each labourer.














Scripture says it is competent to praise the Lord and the believer's smallest or largest efforts offering praise to the Father and His Son Christ our Lord is welcomed with His agreeable approval, in fact Hebrews calls the onus upon Christians to thank God, praise Him and share with one another. King David was called the "sweet Psalmist of Israel" who wrote anointed collections of poems, hymns and extraordinary songs of praise adoring his Lord God Yahweh. The Children of Israel rendered to their Father in heaven praise and worship. The believer today is instructed to praise according to New Covenant terms and the mood of the praiser today was aligned to the same Scriptural worship that at around 2000 B.C. was accompanied by strings, intense, incisive chorals, technical, melodic notes of praise - not unlike David’s song on his diminutive harp.
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The New Testament of the Christian Bible


Matthew 9:9 - May 2014





Graeme & Vel Fraser are reading through the book of Matthew in the Bible, together and find that at Matthew 9:9 the tax-collector who collected taxes on transportable goods, paid officials an advance for the right to collect and who's profits were made from the excess they could squeeze from people were surprised to find the Lord Jesus in front of them where He particularly addressed Matthew by saying "Follow me" to Matthew. Now Matthew's book is a collection of Jesus' instructions and includes inter alia issues regarding benefits, the value of being prepared, dealing with oppositional challenges, the wisdom of permitting weeds their growth alongside the wheat, ethics, doctrine, choices, residential areas and an imperious invitation from Jesus evidencing Grace over Law - "Come to me, all who labour and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest.."








In the gospel of Matthew, Jesus' attitude towards tax contractors as "censum" (Latin for poll-tax) in their realm, was that the Covenant of Grace did not preclude them from the Kingdom of God. Jesus' mission thus was to open His arms, welcome them and bring them into God's Presence.. In the gospel of Matthew the act of 'repentance' is envisaged. Of volition the "center of the whole person" says “search me and know my heart Heavenly Father Lord of heaven and earth". In Him we find mercy, love, justice, victory and grace. The peace of repentance finds relationship with God a present possibility, an entitlement to receive forgiveness was extended, the impact of which could immediately be felt in indemnification before heavenly Father, justification and sanctification by the Son of Man, Jesus Christ.
